Example #1: “I just don’t understand how some people are going to hell, and they never even had a chance to hear the Word. Like, what about all of those people living in the jungles of Africa? They are isolated, separated from the modern technologies that would even allow them to hear about Jesus! How is that fair?”




Example #2: If God is love, why are there natural disasters? Why do we turn on the news and see events like the shooting in Las Vegas, any one of the hurricanes down south, or the wildfires in California? What did those people do? How is that fair?




Example #3: A pastor, whose family loses the baby they have been preparing for, yet millions of babies born outside of wedlock and left for someone else to take care of. The Christian family that struggles to make ends meet, yet the rich and the famous, are mostly atheists. We live in a country that celebrates homosexuality, “transgenderism”, and all kinds of sexual promiscuity, yet Christians are the ones who are persecuted for standing up for what they believe in. How is any of this fair?
